	 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1--CDR Hinerman is assigned as an International Law attorney for NR DIILS 501, where his duties primarily include instructing diverse audiences consisting of senior foreign military officers as well as diplomatic and civilian government personnel, and researching, drafting and updating PowerPoint training modules and accompanying handouts.  His duties, as well as those of his fellow attorneys, require him to report for active duty, often on short notice due to the emerging needs of the supported command, in remote locations throughout the world.  
-- CDR Hinerman took the initiative to create and publish a web site for the NR DIILS 501 command. He spent up to 10 hours per week on his own time between drills researching web page development and gathering information to be added to the web page.  He carefully structured a web page that is simple, logically organized and user-friendly.  He researched numerous Navy and military web pages for relevant information, links, graphics, points of contact, and other guidance.  He painstakingly customized the web site specifically for the needs of NR DIILS 501.  No unit member had made such an effort for NR DIILS 501 in the past. Because many DIILS assignments involve travel to foreign countries, the web site is a crucial link for command members while on assignment.  The web site has increased the ability of unit members to answer the emerging needs of their supported command on short notice, and has proven to be a unique and invaluable communications tool.  His effort was above and beyond the call of duty and extraneous to his performing the normal tasks associated with his rank and position.
--Experienced Instructor of International Law subjects, manager, and trusted ambassador, CDR Hinerman led the way in arranging, managing, and participating in DIILS training evolutions for international students at Navy Small Craft Instruction and Training School, (NAVSCIATTS) Stennis Space Center, Mississippi, and at International Surface Warfare School and International Military Officer Course training in Newport, Rhode Island and Yorktown, Virginia.  Worked with Army, Coast Guard, Air Force, Marines and civilian staff, CDR Hinerman helped develop and refine the curriculum and updated the classroom presentations for these courses.  Additionally, he provided vital training to the other NAVSCIATTS trainers for future Rule of Law instruction. 

--On special request from the Supported Command and on short notice, CDR Hinerman provided crucial support to an international ambassadorial exercise by NAVEUR in March 2006, visiting three African countries.  On this mission, CDR Hinerman met with US and foreign military officials, established the appropriate curriculum to meet the stated needs of the local nationals, ensured that classroom settings were conducive to instruction via interpreters, scheduled training in coordination with ship’s needs.  As an instructor, CDR Hinerman was superb, teaching 8 courses to over 200 military officers, enlisted members, and senior civilian Defense Ministry officials.  As an ambassador, CDR Hinerman developed truly lasting friendships and won new respect for the armed forces of the United States and for civilian control of the military, using the United States as a model.  He was equally effective and made a lasting impact teaching Humanitarian Law along with other Rule of Law topics. 
--While serving at NRDIILS 501, CDR Hinerman earned the NOBCs for International Law and Academic Instructor.  He completed over 36 credits in Naval correspondence courses and, in one instance of immediate need and short notice, he conducted a one-week training course at the request of the supported command for no pay.
--With the help of CDR Hinerman’s vision, leadership, and tenacious dedication, NR DIILS 501 evolved into a vital, integral part of the supported command, covering all domestic Rule Ops assignments and participating in numerous international assignments.  His outstanding meritorious service is incontestably exceptional and of a magnitude that clearly places him above his peers and is deserving of the JOINT SERVICE COMMENDATION MEDAL.
